□Teachers and Classroom Assistants – Teachers teach and assist in teams of six people and schedule teaching and assisting dates as convenient.  While the lead teacher prepares and leads the lesson, the assistant provides and extra set of hands in the classroom.  Several teacher orientations and check in meetings are held throughout the year. 

□Youth Subcommittee: This group works with staff and parents to design and evaluate programming for middle and high school youth.  This includes the Our Whole Lives (OWL) human sexuality program, the Coming of Age program, high school youth group and other programs targeted to 12-18 year olds. 

□Adult RE Subcommittee: The group works with staff and church members to design and evaluate educational programming for adults.  This includes Sunday and week day adult religious education classes, monthly Second Sunday Forum and other educational events and programs for adults.
